ARAGORN (IRE) brushed the side of the gate at the break, settled under light restraint between foes, worked his way out five wide to secure
room on the backstretch, was with MIESQUE'S APPROVAL while immediately inside that one in the upper stretch and wasn't a match in the
late going while determinedly earning the place position. BADGE OF SILVER moved up soon after the start to press front-running SILENT
