BIG BROWN was taken in hand along the inside nearing the first turn, brushed with RILEY TUCKER approaching the backstretch, was
wrangled back and angled five wide leaving the three quarter pole, stalked the leaders under confident handling while continuing wide, lodged
a bid mid way on the final turn, charged to the front in upper stretch, moved clear under urging nearing the eighth pole then was taken in hand
through the final sixteenth. MACHO AGAIN saved ground early, advanced between rivals nearing the half mile marker, steadied when in traffic
mid way on the turn, angled out nearing the quarter pole, swung five wide entering the stretch and continued on willingly to gain the place.
