The nominated winner of the Pacific Classic will be entitl ed to have pre-entry and entry fees
waived ($150,000 value) for the Championship race, and will be entitled to receive a travel stipend
of $10,000 (US) if traveling from a location in North America or $20,000 (US) if traveling
internationally. To be eligi ble for the 2011 Breeders' Cup Championships to be held aat Churchill
Downs on November 4 and 5, 2011, all horses must be pre-entered by noon (Eastern time at
designated pre-entry locations) by October 24, 2011. Winner must be nominated by pre-entry deadl|
ine to receive Challenge rewards. All horses shall pay $2,500 to enter and $12,500 additional to
start, with $1,000,000 Guaranteed, of which $600,000 to the Winner, $200,000 to second, $120,000 to
third, $60,000 to fourth and $20,000 to fifth. Three-yea r-olds, 118 Ibs.; older, 124 Ibs. Nominations
closed Thursday, August 18, 2011 with 18. Trophies will be presented to the winning owner, trainer
and jockey. (Clear 80)

ACCLAMATION sped to the early lead and angled in, set the pace along the inside, came out into the stretch, drifted out in the final furlong
and held on gamely under an energetic hand ride. TWIRLING CANDY tugged a bit and stalked outside a rival or off the rail, came three deep
into the stretch, bid alongside the winner past midstretch and continued willingly but could not get by. STATELY VICTOR broke a bit slowly,
settled off the rail then outside a rival, came out on the second turn and four wide into the stretch and just got the show. GAME ON DUDE
close up stalking the winner off the rail, loomed boldly a quarter mile out, angled in past midstretch and could not offer the necessary late
response but just lost third. QUINDICI MAN settied outside then off the rail, angled in some on the second turn, came out into the stretch and
was not a threat. TRES BORRACHOS tugged a hit between horses early then chased inside, continued along the rail on the second turn and
in the stretch and lacked a rally. DON CAVALLO came off the rail early, went three deep on the first turn and backstretch chasing the pace,
continued outside on the second turn and three wide into the stretch and weakened. JERANIMO pulled hard under a hold and steadied
approaching the wire the first time, fell back some and saved ground off the pace, came out a bit in the stretch and did not rally. SETSUKO
three deep early, was in a good position chasing the pace between horses to the stretch and weakened.
