PIANIST hustled at the start, settled in hand to attend the pace of ASSATEAGUE while three wide, remained patiently handled appearing
well within her means nearing the quarter pole, got roused straightened for home, took over command with little resistance and edged away
under a drive, dug in through the final eighth to hold sway and prevail. ABACO allowed to settle just off the inside towards the rear, shifted to
the three path for the run around the far turn, came under encouragement at the five-sixteenths, angled four wide into upper stretch, rallied with
good energy to secure the place unable to reel in the top one albeit while steadily gaining on that rival to the wire. SAMITAR (GB) tracked the
pace two to three wide, got coaxed along into the far turn to close a gap that had developed midway down the backside, made progress on the
front swinging three wide at the quarter pole, rallied with good kick through to the sixteenth marker, but couldn't sustain the rally weakening in
the very late stages while safe for the show. RUTHENIA three wide towards the rear, came under a ride at the five-sixteenths, swung four wide
for home and passed tired rivals in deep stretch. ASSATEAGUE away well, established the pace crossing to the inside out of the dog legged
chute to the backside while in hand and attended from the outside, got spirited up at the five-sixteenths as the pressure intensified, spun just off
the inside into the stretch, was headed straightened for home and weakened in the drive.

EMBARR
unhurried early on, rode the hedge until midway down the backside when shifted three to four wide into the far turn, came under a ride three
furlongs from home, spun four to five wide into upper stretch, made mild progress late while unable to make an impact.
