SUCCESSFUL DAN opened clear and set a dawdling pace off of the inside, was shaken up to meet the bid of BOISTEROUS inside the
three-sixteenths pole, and held sway under a well measured ride. BOISTEROUS was reserved four wide, moved up in earnest through the
second turn, was within reach with a furlong to run but failed to make headway through the drive. RICHARD'S KID settled off of the inside, got
through entering the stretch but failed to menace the top two. SON OF A GENERAL was nearest the pace three wide, but faltered between
horses leaving the second turn and faded. HATTAASH was unhurried at the tail of the field, drifted out entering the stretch and lacked a
response when called upon. STEPHANOATSEE lobbed along three wide, offered a mild bid between horses, but came up empty entering the

stretch and retreated.
