FIFTYSHADESOFHAY, taken in hand to rate early, was angled off the inside for the backstretch run, crept closer with five furlongs
remaining, came under a ride chasing the leaders past the five sixteenths marker, altered out off the heels of TOASTING in mid stretch, closed
determinedly under strong handling and forged ahead of MARATHON LADY in the final yards. MARATHON LADY rated close up while three
wide, moved to challenge leaving the far turn, dueled outside two rivals nearing the lane, opened up under a drive in mid stretch, was collared
by the winner exiting the sixteenth marker and gave way grudgingly. TOASTING prompted the pace two wide, bid to engage after six furlongs,
dueled between runners into the stretch, shifted out a bit past the three sixteenths marker but could not go with the top pair through the final
eighth. MARACUYA pulled clear early, set a moderate pace under rating inside, was joined three furlongs out, was under strong urging vying
inside rivals to upper stretch then tired with a furlong remaining. PETIT TRIANON saved ground and dropped back nearing the far turn.
EMOLLIENT stumbled at the break, recovered and moved up between rivals around the first turn, angled to the inside leaving the five eighths
pole, failed to respond when called upon around the far turn, faltered and was protected through the lane. LADY BANKS dropped far back.
