POINT OF ENTRY settled four wide in mid pack, came under coaxing three furlongs out and advanced steadily into prominence at the top
of the stretch, got set down straightened away confronting OPTIMIZER, rallied battiing head to head between foes as REAL SOLUTION joined
them on the outside a furlong from home, dug in gamely inching away in the final strides to prevail as the trio widened away from the rest.
