SIROCCO STRIKE had
speed just off the inside then stalked a bit off the rail while inside the winner, was between horses in midstretch and lacked the needed late
kick. KOAST chased off the fence then outside a rival on the hill, came out four wide into the stretch and could not offer the necessary
response. Rail on hill at zero.
