LADY ELI stalked the pace inside, slipped through along the rail into the stretch to gain the lead in upper stretch, inched away in
midstretch, drifted out from the whip when clear then drifted in late but proved best. SUNSET GLOW sped to the early lead, set a pressured
pace inside then inched away on the backstretch, continued along the fence on the second turn, came out into the stretch, could not match the
winner but was clearly second best. OSAILA (IRE) tugged her way between horses then chased outside a rival, went between horses into and
on the second turn, swung three deep into the stretch, came out again in midstretch and gained the show late. PRIZE EXHIBIT (GB) off a bit
slowly, angled in and saved ground, came out on the second turn, was fanned five wide into the stretch, angled in again and rallied between
foes in the final furlong. SIVOLIERE (IRE) angled in and saved ground chasing the pace, waited off heels on the second turn, got through
leaving that turn and into the stretch and was outfinished for a minor share. PARTISAN POLITICS chased inside then between horses on the
backstretch and second turn, came out four wide into the stretch and lacked the needed rally. TAMMY THE TORPEDO angled in and chased
outside a rival for a bit off the inside, came out on the second turn and five wide into the stretch and could not summon the needed late kick.
