PALACE MALICE along the inside during the initial stages, got tipped into the two path coming to the nine-sixteenths pole, continued to be
rated for the upcoming quarter, picked up interest when let out, reached the head of the stretch and got set down to a drive, made minimal
progress during the opening phase of the stretch run, split rivals with a furlong to go starting to pick up speed, took over a sixteenth down the
road and kicked away, kept busy to the end. GOLDENCENTS patiently handled early, moved up to latch on to the pacesetter nearing the end
of the backstretch, moved when ready to challenge for command as three-quarters was being completed, emerged from the furlong grounds as
the new leader, felt the presence of the winner soon afterwards, got collared in the vicinity of the sixteenth pole, dug in well thereafter to
preserve the place. ROMANSH sat prominently placed in the three path, continued onward willingly down the stretch en route for show honors.
SHAKIN IT UP raced from the inside throughout, took up the chase mostly two wide on the turn, entered the stretch and got called upon, tipped
slightly wider travelling through the furlong grounds, closed in well to grab the last major check, then was vanned off after crossing the wire.
CLEARLY NOW chased three wide and lacked the necessary stretch response. BROADWAY EMPIRE shook free of the others shortly after
the start, was sent over to the inside, set the pace, rated, felt some pressure coming to the end of the backstretch, got set down entering the
stretch facing a stiff challenge, yielded shortly afterwards and backed away. SCARLY CHARLY drafted behind the winner racing around the
bend, had no rally. DECLAN'S WARRIOR raced along the outside, swung six wide into upper stretch, came outward in midstretch initiating
contact with MORENO, drifting out once more a few strides later carrying out the aforementioned foe. VYJACK was quickly tucked along the
inside route, cut the corner into the lane, came up empty. NORMANDY INVASION four wide at the three-eighths pole, failed to menace. CAPO
BASTONE came in sharply with his initial step out of the starting gate, was outrun for the opening six furlongs, fanned into the eighth pole
coming to the three-sixteenths marker, had no rally. MORENO raced from off the rail, got tipped into the five path in preparation for the stretch,
got taken out a couple of additional paths, bumped with DECLAN'S WARRIOR in midstretch, was still not making much progress when carried
out by the same foe a sixteenth later.
