MATERIALITY was bumped at the start, pressed the pace of JACK TRIPP from the outside, moved up to take over the pace setting duties

nearing the half, was pressured by UPSTART soon after, responded when challenged into the stretch, drifted out slightly nearing the furlong
marker and edged clear through the closing yards. UPSTART stalked the leaders from the outside, moved up to engage nearing the half,
pressed the pace of the winner into the stretch, moved up to offer a bid nearing the three-sixteenths pole but could not get by that rival in the drive.
AMI'S FLATTER was allowed to settle early, moved outside through the second turn, could not gain on the top pair in the drive but finished with
good energy. ITSAKNOCKOUT raced off the leaders throughout and finished evenly in the drive. DEKABRIST showed no early speed, raced
wide through the second turn and found his best stride late. INDIANAUGHTY lacked early foot, raced wide through the second turn, angled out in
mid-stretch and failed to gain in the drive. MY POINT EXACTLY was bumped at the start, raced far wide through the first turn, settled off the
pacesetters from the outside and lacked the needed closing response. QUIMET was forwardly placed from between foes, saved ground
through the second turn and gradually weakened. JACK TRIPP set a pressured pace from the inside, gave way to the top pair after a half and
weakened after going three-quarters.
