GUN RUNNER bumped with AIROFORCE at the seven-eighths pole, raced in the two path on the first turn, settled off the pace, was urged
along while inside early on the far turn, came off the rail at the five-sixteenths, made a bid at the quarter-pole, took the lead under a right-handed
whip in upper stretch, switched to left-handed whip while inching clear at the furlong marker, remained clear into the final sixteenth and held
under strong urging. FOREVAMO settled on the inside, was urged along on the far turn, came out under a left-handed whip at the top of the
stretch, switched to a right-handed whip inside the three-sixteenths, pursued the winner in the final furlong, gained on that rival late and finished
with good courage but missed. MO TOM raced inside on the first turn, lagged at the rear while under some urging, was ridden along while two to
three wide on the far turn, dropped closer to the rail late on that bend, gained into the stretch, checked and swerved in when BISTRAYA drifted in
front of him at the three-sixteenths, regained momentum while moving out outside the furlong marker and finished fast but was too late.
